Cardboard
Remove all caps - Clean items - No non-container plastics

Single Stream:  
ANY Plastic bottle or container

Source Separated:  
NO stackables (yogurt, butter, cottage cheese 

containers)

Clean items - Place lids inside cans

Single Stream and Source Separated:  
All food and beverage cans.  

NO paint cans, dried cans go into the garbage.  
Save oil and lead based paint, and aerosol cans for 

hazardous waste collection day

Remove all cap - Clean items - Remove all plastic rngs

Single Stream and Source Separated: 
Clear, green & brown bottles and jars from food and 

beverages only . 

NO broken glass, light bulbs, mirrors, ceramics, plates, 
mugs, pottery, or drinking glasses

No hard cover books - No paper plates or paper towels

Single Stream and Source Separated: 
All newspaper, junk mail, magazines, catalogs, phone 

books, office and computer paper

Keep it dry - Remove excess tape and staples - 
Flatten Boxes

Single Stream:  
ALL corrugated (grooved boxes), cereal and other 
food boxes, empty soda & beer cases, tissue boxes, 

grocery & lunch bags (any color) 

NO pizza boxes or cardboard with wax, plastic or 
styrofoam

Source Separated:  
ONLY corrugated boxes (grooved boxes)

NO egg cartons

NO pizza boxes or cardboard with wax, plastic or 
styrofoam
